POTENTIAL SCENARIOS (to assist in brainstorming right-fit infrastructure)
Scenario 1: A community with a largely commuting residential population but vibrant downtown/ main street where people come to shop and dine regularly. 
Charging Station: Level 2 Charging (up to community based on size and finances on 1 or 2 ports and free charging or metered charging) 
Scenario 2: A more densely populated community with local tourism and dining experiences 
Charging Station: Multiple Level 2 Chargers with 2 ports for multiple users at one time, assuming the user is parking and charging for a few hours (but not a workday or overnight) the community could offer free charging assuming the investment was being made back into the community
Scenario 3: A community with a small downtown area but large working population remaining within community 
Charging Station: Level 2 Charger with 2 Ports and metered/timed charging to avoid working residents from populating charger for long periods of time, prohibiting other uses. 
Scenario 4: A largely rural community with a small to non-existent downtown area, but located on a major transportation route 
***Note if this applies to you and you ARE NOT on a major transportation route this may take creative planning. Please reach out to hferington@gflrpc.org***
Charging Station: Level 3 Charger-without anywhere for users to go while vehicle charges level 2 charging becomes tedious due to duration. Since level 3 charging is expensive, the only funding is currently occurring along major transportation routes to build the EV network

DEFINITIONS
Level 2 Charger 
Level 2 equipment offers charging through a 240V, AC plug and requires installation of home charging or public charging equipment. These units require a dedicated 40 amp circuit. Level 2 charging equipment is compatible with all electric vehicles and plug-in electric hybrid vehicles, Level 2 charging generally takes 4 to 6 hours to completely charge a fully depleted battery. 
Level 3 Charger (DC FAST CHARGE)
Level 3 equipment, also commonly known as DC fast charging, charges through a 480V, direct-current (DC) plug. Most Level 3 chargers provide an 80% charge in 30 minutes. This type of Level 3 equipment is not compatible with all vehicles, and the charge itself is not accepted by all vehicles. However, often, users have adapters to mitigate this.
1 or 2 Ports- the connection point from the charger to the vehicle, akin to a fuel pump at a gas station
